Dr. Audlin was a psychiatrist who explored and treated maladies of the mind. Of all
the strange cases he had been called upon to deal with, Dr. Audlin could remember none
stranger than that of Lord Mountdrago.

2 He was a fearful snob, coldly insolent to those whom he looked upon as his social
inferiors. He was rude to his servants and insulting to his Secretaries. The subordinate
officials in the government offices to which he had been successively attached feared and
hated him. His arrogance was horrible. He knew that he was a great deal cleverer than
most of the persons he had to deal with and never hesitated to apprise them of the fact. He
had no patience with the infirmities of human nature. He was immeasurably selfish. He
was overbearing and discourteous; and yet his merit was so great, his patriotism so evident,
his intelligence so solid, and his management of affairs so brilliant that they had to put up
with him.
